Thomas was a groundbreaking medical surgeon, but was only
credited as a lab assistant due to racial discrimination.

His most significant accomplishment was the development of
a surgical procedure to treat blue baby syndrome, now known
as cyanotic heart disease. This condition caused inadequate
oxygenation of the blood, resulting in a bluish skin color.
Thomas’s ingenuity led to the creation of the Blalock-Taussig
shunt, a surgical technigue that improved blood flow and
saved countless lives. Drs. Blalock and Taussig were lauded
for this groundbreaking technique, but Thomas was not
officially credited with his role in creating the life-saving
procedure, even though he stood on a step-stool behind
Blalock, giving him step-by-step instruction.

When Thomas made surgical incisions in the lab, Blalock
remarked “it looks like something the Lord made.”
